» Jesus desires friendship — John 15:13

» No friendship w/o lerdship — John 15:14

» Col. 3:17 — "Do all in the name of the Lord.”
» Friendship only thru discipleship — Mat. 28:19

Emphasize power of God
channeled thru prophet?
