* The word “kingdom”...
= “sovereignty, royal power, dominion”

" The kingdom is about a simple question:
“Is the Lord ruling my life?”
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" |s God ruling your life?

" I’'m not asking if you are at all of the
services of the church.

" The word “kingdom” — king’s dominion.

* The kingdom begins in the heart.

= Seed of the kingdom (Mt 13:24) which is
God’s word (Lk 8:11; Rom 10:17).

* Law is planted (Rom 8:2; | Cor 9:21).
* Obedience to the king by faith (I Jn 5:4).
= Entry by birth (Jn 3:5; | Pt 1:23; 1 Jn 2:29).
